Save Our Cemeteries (SOC) was founded in
1974 in response to the proposed demolition
of the wall vaults surrounding historic St. Louis
Cemetery No. 2.

After huge public outcry and much debate,
SOC, led by local preservationist Mary Louise
Christovich, partnered with the Archdiocese

of New Orleans to stop the demolition and save
our history.

Over the last 44 years, Save Our Cemeteries
has raised hundreds of thousands of dollars for
the preservation, promotion, and protection of
New Orleans’ treasured “Cities of the Dead”
While much has been accomplished, there is
much yet to be done.

There are more than 40 cemeteries in New Orleans
in need of our help in our 300-year-old city.

Over the years, the cemeteries have suffered from
flooding, looting and the ravages of time. Through
